Outstanding performance in a dual credit course

(1) atleast 12 hours of college academic courses, including those taken for dual credit as part of the Texas core
curriculum, and advanced technical credit courses, including locally articulated coutisesgrade of the equivalent
of 3.0 or higher on a scale of 4.0; or

(2) an associate degree while in high school.

Outstanding performance in bilingualism and biliteracy

(1) A student may earn a performance acknowledgment by demonstrating proficiecpidance with local school
district grading policy in two or more languages by:
(A) completing all English language arts requirements and maintaining a minimum grade point average (GPA)
of the equivalent of 80 on a scale of 18ad
(B) satisfying oneof the following:
(i) completion of a minimum of three credits in the same language in a language other than English

STATE OF TEXAS TESTING REQUIREMENTS

State of Texas Assessments of Academic Readine$SPAAR)

Under House Bill 5 (HB 5), passed by the 83rd Texas Legislature and signed by the governor, students entering high
school in the 201-2012 school year and following years are required to pass five State of Texas Assessments of
Academic Readiness (STAAR®@ndof-course exams to meet graduation requirements.

The five assessments required under HB 5 are Algebra I, English | (combined reading/writing), IE (agisivined
reading/writing), Bology, and U.S. history. Students must pass all five of thes®feoodurse assessments to be eligible
to graduate from a Texas public high school. Students who are not successful on their first attempt will receive
accelerated instruction and will have additional opportunities each school year to demonstrate safisféotorance

on that exam to meet the state's graduation requirements.

Reading and writing were assessed separately in English | and English Il through December 2013. However, HB 5
requires reading and writing be combined and given in a single day. High school students who have not successfully
completed a separate readingngiting assessment as of the December 2013 test administration will take the new
combined English | or English Il test beginningsjpring2014.

Beginning in the 201112 school year, a student in grade 8 or lower who takes a high school course fas credi
required to take the applicable EOC assessment.

HB 5 eliminates the previously stated 15 percent grading requirement as well as the cumulative score component of
STAAR®

What is four-year planning and how can | getinvolved?

Four-yearplanning means planning out coursesto take in orderto (a) complete high schoal graduation requirements (b)
gain perspective on post-secondary opportuniti es. The benefitsto four-yea-planning are limitl ess, but include
awareness of your progressregarding general requirements and gaining a sense of direction.

There are two things your student should keepin mind when considering four-yearplanning. First, with enough
advanced planning, students will be able to fit in all of the requirements they needto graduatein four yeas. Seond,
four-yearplanning should be thought of asanongang process It is normal for a student to change their plan as new
oppatunities develop or roadblocks arise. Four-yearplanning is extremely helpful in putting high schoadl lifein
perspective,looking atthe future and realizingthatthere is life after high schoal.

All PfISD high schoal students will createa four-yearplanwith counselorsand will monitor and adjust their plan
annually using Bridgesi Guidance Central. As a part of four-yearplanning, thistool will be usedto help students
choose classesfor the upcoming schoadl year.

Students and parents will have the oppatunity to make changeson Bridgesuntil the end of the first semester. Students
and parents will also have an opportunity to make changesto course seledionsin the month of February following
parent night at eachof the high schoals.

Can my child participate in multip le student activities?

Students often ask if they can bein Football and Band or Drill Teamand Volleyball (or other combinations). The
4-yr planning process will show them how challenging scheduling canbe. Many of thesestudents will needto
plan on summerschoad and/or ACC courses. If students enroll intwo doubleblockedactivities (seeprevious
sheet),thiswill take up four coursesa year,allowing for only the 4 core claseseach year. This will not leave
room for foreign language credits, speedvhealth, and other graduation requirements. Planning aheadwill be a
MUST for thesestudents.

Can my studenttake multiple languagesother than English?

Students oftenask if they can take multiple foreign languages. The answer of courseis, yes But, taking multiple
yeasof the SAME foreign language is just as, if not more, beneficial to the students. Forexample, taking four years
of Spanish or Latin will allow the student to take the AP exam and possbly earnCollege Credit. Remember,
students needat leasttwo yearsof the same language other than English in orderto graduate.

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PfISD Career and Technical Education (CTE) ACC Articulated Courses

Austin Community College (ACC) and Pflugerville ISD (PfISD) partner each year to provide opportunities for our high

school students to take ACC articulated courses, at no cost to the students. An articulated course is taught by a PfISD
teacher on the high schamdmpus. Students who successfully complete the course (with a set minimum grade

average), the college administered end of course exam, and register in the ACC record system called CATEMA are

eligible to receive credit in escrow from ACC. Once the hidtoststudent enrolls and completes a course at ACC, the

credit in escrow is posted on their college transcript; this could include completion of a dual credit course.

ADVANCED ACADEMICS

ADDITIONAL OPTIONS FOR EARNING HIGH SCHOOL CREDIT

Correspondence Courses

Students may earn a maximum of two credits required by the state toward graduation through correspondence courses.
Prior approval of amdministrator must be obtained for enrollment. Students may be enrolled in only one
correspondence course at a time. Fees for such courses are paid by the student or parent.

Credit by Examination (CBE) for Acceleration

Students may take exams for courseshich no prior instruction has been received. Many high school CBEs are given
in two parts: semester A and semester B. In order to receive credit for tee,dbe student must receive&i%o or

better for each semester in order to earn fllictadit. If a grade of 80% or above is achieved, the numerical grade will

LOTE students who are heritage speakers (and have not had documented instruction) may take a CBE for acceleration
to be placed into a higher level course.

District-sponsored examinations are administered by the campus during four windows of each academic year. Students
should contact their counselor for registration information and testing dates.

Credit by Examination (CBE) with Prior Instruction

Careful planning and
discussons with parents andguardians are animportant part of the scheduling process and we encourage familiesto
login athome to review four-year planning choices.We hope you make course selections for the nextschool year
cardully. Studentswho register for a course are committed to that course. Qass creationand teecher assignments are
basedon student course requess, therefore we canonly honor schedule change requests that meetcertain criteria.
Importantly, course changes will be made only if educational needis demonstratedand space is available in the
subsequent course.

Specfically, schedule correcions will be consideredthe first two days of schoadl for the foll owing reasons only:

A data-entry error made by the school (i.e. two first period classes,or a schedule that doesnot have the full

Forasemesteror a yearlong course, a student may not withdraw after the fourth week of the cour se.
However, to meetindividual student needs, the principal may use hisor her discretion to approve a course change.

A student who withdraws from a course will have the grade in that course applied to the new course. It is highly
recommendedthat the replacement course be in the same discipline. A student who changescoursesassumes
respnsibili ty for the full content of the new course on the final exam.

Students who enroll in aPre-AP or AP course commit to completing the course. Dueto the rigorous nature, students
shauld remainin the chosen course the first four weeks of schoal in order to acclimateto the expectations and
provide adequateti me for both the teader and students to gauge the appropriatenessof the course selection.
